The election of the Mayor will also change the way police and crime
matters are overseen in West Yorkshire. The Mayor will take on the
functions of the Police and Crime Commissioner and will be able to
appoint a Deputy Mayor for Policing and Crime.

If you have asked for a postal vote, your postal ballot pack will be
sent to you around Wednesday 21 April 2021. If you applied near
to the postal vote application deadline, your pack will arrive around
Wednesday 28 April 2021.

Returning Officer by 10pm on Thursday 6 May 2021. If you miss

the post, you can hand it in to the (Local) Returning Officer at your
local authority, or at a polling station within the ward you live before
10pm on Thursday 6 May 2021.

Hipply to vote by post or proxy

Anyone who is registered to vote can apply to vote by post, or
appoint someone they trust to vote on their behalf as a proxy.

New applications for a postal vote must have been received by
the Electoral Registration Officer for the local authority area in
which you live by 5pm on Tuesday 20 April 2021. If by the time
you receive this booklet the postal vote deadline has passed,
there is still time to appoint someone you trust to vote on your
behalf as a proxy.

The deadline to make an application for a proxy vote is 5pm on
Tuesday 27 April 2021.

In certain circumstances, emergency proxy voting may be
available after the ordinary proxy deadline of Tuesday 27 April
2021. The deadline to make an emergency proxy application is
5pm on Thursday 6 May 2021.

The role of the Mayor

| 6 May 2021}

The Mayor will represent the 2.5 million residents in the region. The Mayor will
work with council leaders, business representatives and partners and will be
the directly elected Chair of the existing West Yorkshire Combined Authority.

The election of the Mayor has been made
possible through a devolution deal, which
was agreed by West Yorkshire's five
council leaders and the Government in
March 2020 and became law in January
2021. The devolution deal will bring at least
an additional £1.8 billion public investment
into local control over the next 30 years. Itis
the biggest deal of its kind.

Devolution and a Mayor mean that
decisions about investment in transport,
skills, housing and regeneration, which

are currently taken in Parliament will be
made in West Yorkshire.

The Mayor will also take on the functions of
the Police and Crime Commissioner and
will be able to appoint a Deputy Mayor for
Policing and Crime. This includes listening
to the needs of communities, setting

the objectives for the police force, and
holding the Chief Constable to account.

The Mayor's first term will run until 2024.
After that they will serve four-year terms.

The role of the Combined Authority

The West Yorkshire Combined Authority brings
together the five district council areas of Bradford,
Calderdale, Kirklees, Leeds and Wakefield to work

on areas that affect everyone in West Yorkshire,
including transport, housing, and the economy.

The elected Mayor will be a member of the Combined Authority and will chair its meetings.

The other members will continue to be:

Five councillors, each one appointed
by a constituent council of the West
Yorkshire region.

One member from the Local Enterprise
Partnership (The LEP) Board.

One member from the City of York
Council as a non-constituent council.

Three additional elected representatives
from opposition groups jointly appointed
by the constituent councils.

The Mayor will also be a member of the LEP which works with businesses and enterprises

across the wider Leeds City Region.
